environment for building ReactOS. It also optionally includes SVN to make it
possible to load and update the Source Code. The Current version is based on
GCC 4.7.2/MinGW W64.

Installation

While installing the ReactOS Build Environment you are asked to provide the
directory where your ReactOS sources are located or should be checked out to
later (defaults to USERPROFILE\reactos)). If you did not checkout a Source tree
yet, start RosBE and type “ssvn create” (for this feature you need to have
installed the Subversion Tools during installation).
